Safety Training

Your company is expected to provide its
employees with OSHA/WISHA compliant safety
training as applicable for work performed for
Energy Northwest. You or your company may
be required to provide documentation of such
training before or during your work.

Safety and Alarm Systems

Fire alarms (steady vibratone noise and light
strobes) are located at all Energy Northwest
facilities. In the event of a fire alarm, evacuate
building by nearest exit and report to a staging

area.

Restricted Access Locations

Hazards common to industrial sites should be
anticipated by anyone entering the Energy
Northwest site. The following locations pose
special safety hazards or business risks and
contractor/vendor staff shall not enter these
areas unless specifically approved in advance:

v’ Confined spaces (sumps, pits, manholes, tanks)
v Cold rooms

v/ Hazardous waste storage units

v/ Chemical storage units

v Isolation rooms (wet labs)

v Radiological areas

v’ Gas bottle storage areas

v Facility roofs

v’ Water storage tank compound

Access And Security

Badges

Columbia Generating Station uses security badges
for access and identification purposes. The types
of security badges:

Red Badge - A visitor badge. The visitor badge
does not require any background investigation.
However, anyone wearing a visitor badge must
be escorted AT ALL TIMES by an authorized
individual while inside the Protected Area and
Vital Areas.

Blue Badge - This badge allows unescorted
access to Energy Northwest buildings external
to the Protected Area. It is required if an
individual is going to be coming to the site on
a regular basis, or for five or more consecutive
working days.

Green Badge - This badge allows unescorted
access to the Protected Area and the plant. The
specific areas of the plant that may be entered
are based on the need of the individual. All
security badges must be displayed FACING OUT
on the upper FRONT PORTION of your body on
the OUTER garment at all times. If you lose your
security badge, you should call Security
immediatly.

Prohibited Items

All employees and contractors on company
property are subject to a search at any time.
These searches are conducted to detect
prohibited items such as explosives, incendiary
devices, alcoholic beverages, illegal drugs,
firearms and ammunition. These items are
prohibited within the Columbia Generating
Station Exclusion Area. A Benton County
ordinance prohibits alcoholic beverages, firearms,
explosives, and incendiary devices within the
Exclusion Area of Columbia Generating Station.
Any person who violates this ordinance shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor and, if convicted, shall
be punished by imprisonment of 90 days, or a
fine of $1,000, or both.

Searches at
Columbia Generating Station

Personal vehicles may be searched at any time
within the Exclusion Area. Vehicles entering the
Security Defined Owner Controlled Area are
subject to search. All visitors’ vehicles will be
searched. Also a selection process has been
established so other vehicles are searched on a
random basis. Certain large vehicles (trucks, vans)
will also be searched if they meet certain criteria.
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Environmental Stewardship Policy

Energy Northwest will be a responsible steward
of the environment, protecting it for current and
future generations.

Use of Chemicals and Handling of
Wastes

Columbia Generating Station is classified as a
Large Quantity Generator by the Washington
Department of Ecology. As such, activities at
the station must meet special requirements for
chemical and waste management that might
not apply to some other businesses. In addition,
our insurance requires that we conform to
certain chemical handling and storage
requirements. Any work performed for Energy
Northwest must conform to all State, Federal,
and DOT chemical safety and hazardous waste
disposal requirements. Notify your Energy
Northwest contact of any chemicals you plan
to bring or use onsite and any materials that
are to be disposed as a result of your work. Do
not place items in site dumpsters.

Special Work Requirements

You must receive special permission from
the Contract Technical Representative prior
to performing any of the following listed
activities:

v/ Hot work or open flame (e.g., welding,
or grinding)

v Confined space entry

v Energized electrical work

v Excavation

v Bringing chemicals onsite

v Entry to restricted locations

v Asbestos removal or disturbance

v Disposal of waste (solid, liquid, gas)

v’ Any discharge of any water/liquid

v/ Work on or near shoreline or bluff

v Work at heights (e.g., rooftops)

v Bringing heavy equipment onsite

v Hoisting/rigging
